* JUJIRO WADA *

In 2012. the Twenty-seventh Alaska State Legislature honors the pioneering spirit and accomplishments of Jujiro Wada, marking 110
years since he carmed news of the Fairbanks gold strike to Dawson City (1902), and on the 75th anniversary of his death {1937,

Tujiro Wada was present at the founding of Fairbanks. This short. wiry mun ran competitive, long distance. 35- and 5U-mile marathon
races in Nome and Fairbanks, He mushed long distances 1o Herschel Tsland and the MacKenzie River Delia. He traversed the irails now known
as the Yukon Quest (1902) and with Alfred Lowell of Seward connected the existing village tratls into the current Iditarod Trail (1909). He
sought financing from many including the Louvisiana Tabasco Sauce Mellhenney family pursuing Alasks mining schemes. He died
impoverished in 1937 in San Dicgo.

Turn of the 20th Century stories about Wada are common in Alaska and Canada. He ¢ame to Alaska as a young man from Japan
(1892) and spent the next 30 years on whaling ships, explored the country, end pursued illusive dreams. Newspaper accounts track him not
anly in Alaska and the Yukon. but also mushing in the Northwest Territories; he was also knowledgeable with the Russian Far Fast. Scveral
books and numerous romanticized articles (in both English and Japanese), as well ag movies, have been made about him. but his actual Tedts are
hard 1o distinguish from the romanue fiction of the journalists, avthors, and movie direciors,

Japanese accounts credit Wada with co-founding Fairbanks along with ET. Bamette. The earliest English language accounts credit
Barnelle as the town's sole founder and cite Wada as a cook aboard the fsabelie, the hoat which brought Mr, and Mrs. Barnetie 1 the Interior.
Seeking to lure miners o his newly established trading post. Barnette is reported 1o have sent Wada to Cirele City and Dawson City fo spread
the word of Felix Pedro’s gold strike, hoping to iniate a rush to Fairbanks and his trading post  The January 17, 1903, Yukon Sun heralded
“Rich Strike Made in the Tanana™ from an interview with Wada, and the Fairbanks rush was on. When the miners arrived and learned the gold
was sparse and land had already heen staked, they threatened to hang Wada, Fortunately for Wada. they did not, but varying accounts of the
incident make i ing, continuing research

In 2007, the Yukon Archives and Yukon Human Rights Commussion celebrated Wada in an exhibit titled “Asion History ol the
Yukon.” Japanese writer Yuji Tani chronicled Wada's story in his popular 1995 hook “The Samurai Dog-Musher Under the Northern Lighrs.”
which has been summanzed in English as “The Life of Jujiro Wada" by Fumi and Taeko Torigai of Whitehorse. Yukon. However. Jujiro
Wada is better known by the Japanese general public than by Alaskans or Yukoners. Similarly. Alaska is known in Japan hecause of the
unique stories about Frank Yasuda, the founder of Beaver, and more recently, the wildiife photographs and story of photographer Michio
Hushine.

On hehalfl of the Interior Delegation, and as a member of the Twenty-seventh Alaska State Legislalure, it is an honor to remember

Jujiro Wada for his inspiring pioneer story.
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
